Governor News
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Flu Pandemic

WHO alert level raised to 6

The World Health Organisation has increased its influenza pandemic alert level to 6. This means
that there is now evidence of increased and sustained human-to-human transmission of the swine
flu virus across a number of global regions.

What does this mean for the UK?

Within the UK we are beginning to see signs of sustained transmission of the virus within the
community. There are now 806 confirmed UK cases and we can expect the numbers to increase
steadily over the next few weeks and months, boosted by the onset of the autumn/winter when flu
viruses spread more readily

We cannot yet be certain how many people will be affected by the virus, but it appears that
children under the age of 16 are more likely to catch it. Virtually all the cases in the UK so far
have been mild.

The UK is well prepared for dealing with a pandemic. We have good stocks of anti-viral drugs for
treating flu and from the autumn we shall have access to a vaccine.

Please continue to monitor your child's health and inform the school if any pupils have flu like
symptoms or are diagnosed by the Doctor with

*  Healthy children with no flu-like symptoms should not be kept away from schools just
because they have been to Mexico, the USA or Canada recently;

e Children returning from such countries who do display flu-like symptoms should remain at
home; parents should be asked to take home any children who come in with such symptoms.
